Recycle Regulations & Recommendations

· Recyclables are collected every other week.  Please view the Recycle Schedule for route information.

· Items will be collected curbside using a single stream process.  

· It is not necessary to separate your recyclables for collection.  
Container Requirements:
18-gallon recycle and/or storage bins & 96-gallon toters are acceptable containers.
· EFFECTIVE 7/1/10, we will no longer allow trash cans to be used as recycle containers.
· Please do not place lids on the containers.

· CONTAINERS SHOULD BE CLEARLY MARKED “RECYCLE”.

· ITEMS PLACED IN PLASTIC AND/OR GARBAGE BAGS WILL NOT BE TAKEN.

Guidelines:

· All items should be empty of contents and rinsed thoroughly.

· Plastic (grocery) bags are not accepted and should be returned to your local grocery store.

· Place paper recyclables at the bottom of the container.

Acceptable Items:

· Paper – computer, copy machine, ledger pads, newspaper, phonebooks, manila & color folders, post & junk mail, brochures, magazines, legal & color paper, and envelopes.
· Cardboard/Brown Paper – grocery bags, cereal boxes, beverage cartons, clean pizza boxes, and corrugated cardboard (must fit in container).

· Beverage/Food Cans – aluminum cans and steel cans (soup & food).

· Plastics – numbers 1 through 7 (items must be cleaned thoroughly).

· Glass – clear/green/brown bottles.

Additional Information:

· A separate truck will collect recyclables & may arrive earlier than the garbage truck.  Items for collection must be out by 6:00AM.
· All recycle containers should be clearly marked “RECYCLE”.
· Recycle containers should be placed separately from trash cans.

· NO two houses may share service.  Each residence must be a participating customer.
